If you plan on collecting pledges, you can set up a personal online fundraising
page at First Giving where your donors can make a secure online donation with any
major credit card. Or, you can download and print a registration/pledge form if you
prefer to collect pledges in person.

ALL ABOUT THE CANINE CLASSIC at PAWS UP

What? A benefit hike for people and their pets with 100% of the proceeds going to support the work of
the Humane Society of Western Montana. The event will take place on the beautiful grounds and trails
surrounding the Resort at Paws Up. Participants can choose a two, five, or thirteen mile hike (not
timed), or a half marathon or 10k timed run. Routes are well marked and wind through the forests sur-
rounding the Resort at Paws Up. After the hike/run there will be a BBQ lunch along with local micro-
brew beer and non-alcoholic beverages, music, and activities. 100% of registration fees and/or pledge
donations go to support the Humane Society of Western Montana and the care of homeless animals.

Where? The Resort at Paws Up in Greenough, Montana which is located 30 miles from downtown
Missoula.

When? Sunday, September 26th, 2010. Hikers participating in the untimed 13 mile hike should arrive
for registration by 9:00 a.m, timed 1/2 marathon runners at 9:30 (start time 10:00 a.m.). 10k runners
should arrive by 11:00 a.m. (start time 11:30). Five mile hikers should arrive 10:30 a.m., and two mile
hikers should arrive by 11:30 a.m. Beverages and music will start at noon, lunch will be served at 1:30
p.m. Awards will be at 2:00 p.m. and the event ends at 4 p.m.

How? Register online by visiting www.firstgiving.com /hswm or by calling 406.549.3934. Participants

can pay a flat registration fee or have the registration fee waived by collecting a minimum amount in
pledges. You have two options:
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Pay a flat fee to participate - Choose one of the following levels for each participant:

Basic, $50 - Includes a bandanna for your dog, an event water bottle, and lunch
Child, $20 - For those 12 years and under, includes a bandanna, lunch, and a water bottle

Get donations from friends, family, coworkers, neighbors or other animal loving associates!
$125 in pledges - Your basic registration fee is waived! You get to participate, get a bandana
for your dog, a water bottle, and BBQ lunch.
$150 in pledges - The above, plus a T-shirt.

REGISTRATION OPTIONS

You can choose to either register and pay a flat fee to participate, or register as a pledge collector. If you
register by paying a flat fee you will be prompted to do so when you register online. If you would like to
register as a pledge collector, there is no fee is due upon registration, just be sure and collect a minimum of
$125 before the event and bring your online pledge report with you to the event. Regardless of which
option you chose, please register in advance either online or by filling out the registration form.

Collecting pledges?
1. Go to www.firstgiving.com/hswm to register.
2. Create your own personal online fundraising page complete with personal messages to your supporters,

a thermometer to track your goal, and photos you upload.

3. Email your personal fundraising page link to everyone you know. They will be able to pledge your hike
by contributing securely online using any credit card. The more you collect, the greater your chances of
winning the grand prize which is a one night’s stay for two at the Resort at Paws Up!
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Use the printed pledge form and bring your checks and/or cash along with your pledge sheet to the event.
WHAT TO BRING

There is water along the majority of the routes which will most likely be adequate for your dog(s). There

will be aid and water stations along the 1/2 marathon route, however, you will want to bring water and
snacks for yourself, on the other routes since there will not be refreshments provided along those trails.

ABOUT THE TRAILS

All of the trails have some areas of elevation gain/loss. The 10k and 5 mile routes cross a small area with
larger rocks. All trails will be marked with color coded ribbons and maps will be available.

Two mile trail: Varied terrain, travels near the Blackfoot River. This trail would be suitable for kids, older
dogs, or people that prefer an easier hike.

Five mile trail: Varied terrain, meadows, woods, and streamside.

10K trail: Varied terrain, some rocks on trail, some spots of elevation gain and loss.

1/2 marathon trail: Varied terrain, some steeper uphill (not a lot), access to Blackfoot river for part of the
hike.

HOW TO GET THERE

From Missoula, the Resort at Paws Up is approximately 30 miles. Take I- 90 east from Missoula, 4.8 miles,
then take the MT-200 exit toward Bonner/Great Falls. Travel approximately 26 miles and turn right on
Sunset Hill Road. Watch for signs indicating where to park.

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS

All dogs should be current on vaccinations, and be on leash during registration and the BBQ.

Pledges are due the day of the event, please bring your pledge sheet and checks/cash or your online pledge
report with you.

Prizes will be awarded for first, second, and third place for bringing in the most pledges! Gift baskets con-
taining apparel, gift certificates, gourmet coffee, people and dog treats, collars and leashes, and more!
