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the litterbox
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Your cat’s bathroom

· Boxes should be large, clean, without liners or strong scents, not too high (especially for older cats), probably uncovered, plastic storage boxes make great litterboxes!

· Private, yet easy to access

· Number of boxes should equal number of cats

· Type of litter, how deep, what did the cat use (successfully) before – cats like consistency

· Separate from eating areas, otherwise it’s like having dinner in your bathroom!

Solving problems
· Take your cat to the vet!!! Cats are too stoic for you to tell if they are sick

· Spay/neuter

· Keep a  journal

· Clean soiled areas with enzymatic cleaner

· Make the box appealing – avoid liners, deodorants, strong smells

· Is punishment effective? No!
· Plan for problem areas – close doors, pick up laundry, cover problem areas with upside down carpet runners

· Reduce stress – Rescue Remedy, increase playtime, catnip, Feliway

· Is confining an option?- maybe, with behavior modification

· Medical options – talk to your veterinarian

· Rehoming – not a good choice unless you’ve figured out and solved the problem
